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This kit is designed to add or replace an Aurora Pro-Select on an existing DEMA Aurora unit, model 860P. 
Read this instruction sheet completely before installing the Aurora Pro-Select.   
 

Caution: Before opening the DEMA Aurora enclosure all power should be turned off.  All 
installations must be in accordance with city, county, state, parish or provincial electrical codes and 
should be performed by a certified electrician.  The use of a licensed electrical contractor for 
installation is recommended. 
 
Installation Procedure 

 Select a location to mount the Aurora Pro-Select where the laundry machine operator can easily access 
the control buttons.  It can be mounted with the self-adhesive Velcro that is included in the hookup kit.   

 The Aurora Pro-Select is typically connected to the Pro-Connect.  However, it can be connected to the 
Aurora Pump Stand. See Cable Wiring Diagram on next page.  When securing the DB9 patch cord 
between the On-Premise Laundry Controller and the Aurora, avoid sharp edges, electrical motors and 
relays; additionally, do not run parallel to electrical power lines and conduit. 

 Upon power up the Aurora Pro-Select assembly will display DEMA Engineering, Aurora Pro-Select, the 
version number, and date of the version.  After the system is past its start-up sequence, the display will 
show the formula name, (if one is programed), the formula number, load counts for that formula and the 
total load counts for the pump stand. 

 
Operation 

 Formula Buttons: Change to a desired formula by simply pressing the “up” or “down” buttons below to 
the formula display. The formula display will show the formula name (if programmed) followed by the 

formula number.  The DEMA Aurora Laundry system is set to run. The load count numbers stay current 
and will update when the load count pump is triggered. 

 Emergency Stop: Pressing the “Stop” button twice on the Aurora Pro-Select will stop any active pumps 
or the flush. The display backlight will flash and the audible alarm will sound. Pressing the “Stop” button 
again will mute the audible alarm. The stop condition may be cleared after 10 seconds by pressing the 
“Stop” button again.
